Directions to 4-H Expo at Midlakes (Phelps-CliftBprings) Schools
School is located at the corner of Route 96 anddr488.

From West on the Thruway: Take the Thruway to Exit 43—Manchester/Shortsvilletn right onto Route 21 South
after exiting the Thruway. Take a left onto Ro8&South. Follow approximately 7 miles and tughtionto Route 488
South. The school will be on the right.
