ALL patrticipants must sign acknowledgment of risk
form.
Current, Negative Coggins and proof of Rabies Vaccine
required to unload.
No Stallions.
Classes may be split at judge’s discretion.
Day of show entry or pre-register by 7/10 and save $5
All complaints will be directed to show management,
NOT the judge.
Judges decisions are final.
Kickers must have red ribbon in tail.
USHJA bitting rules will be in effect.
Management reserves right to deny participation for
safety reasons.
All classes will be run in accordance with the NYS 4-H
Horse Show Rulebook
Must be a 4-H member or over 18 to enter over fences
classes.
Lead line classes will include trotting at the discretion of
the handler and rider.
Lead line riders that are 4-H Members must be at least
5 years of age, all other lead line participants must be
at least 8 years old. All handlers must be at least 18
years of age. Lead liners may not enter any other
division.
